Three ways to pray a Psalm
-Read the Psalm every day at the same time each day for one week.

-Read through the Psalm slowly, allowing for silence and deep breathing between phrases or verses.

-Find a hymn or praise song based on the Psalm and sing the Psalm throughout the day
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
